Stonyridge Church Bay - Chardonnay     $3  $12  $50   
Waiheke Is. 2007      91 points Gourmet Traveller Magazine—Wine Collectors Issue July 2009  
Ripe tropical fruits, peach and nectarine, hints of sizzled butter with mealy notes. Rich and full bodied on the palate, it 
exhibits ripe flavours with well integrated, finely textured toasty oak.     

 
Stonyridge Faithful  - Merlot, Cabernet, Malbec, Cabernet Franc $3  $10  $35  
Waiheke Is. 2009      
Faithful is named after Norton our 12 year old black Labrador who is a much loved, faithful and steadfast member of 
staff. Faithful is soft and smooth with good definition on the palate and a mineral edge and a fine acid backbone 
draped with luscious ripe fruit - all complimented by soft sweet oak and an elegant and savoury finish. First release. 

 
Stonyridge Airfield - Cabernet Merlot (Larose 2nd label)  $4  $15  $50   
Waiheke Is. 2009 
The 2009 vintage of the ‘little brother’ of Stonyridge Larose is highly concentrated with very fresh & vibrant  
blackcurrant, plum and spice flavours, a hint of mint, and subtle cedary oak influence. Typically dense, ripe & savoury 
with gentle tannins. 

 
Stonyridge Luna Negra – Hillside Malbec         $8  $20  $90     
Waiheke Is. 2009       

Dark and deeply coloured wine with a vibrant purple edge.  Strong aromas of violets, black plums, dark chocolate, and 
berry fruits with soft vanilla and spice. A dense palate packed with ripe berry fruit, chocolate, liquorice, tar and well in-
tegrated American oak which lends a spicy vanillin aspect.  The wine is held together with ample ripe and  
powdery fine tannins and a brooding earthiness. This is a classic example of Luna Negra, rich, ripe and decadent. 

 
Hawkesby –  Malbec       $8  $20  $90   
Waiheke Is. 2008      
Made from the fruit from John Hawkesby’s boutique Estate Vineyard on Waiheke Island.  Deeply coloured purple and  
crimson, vibrant and deep.  Abundant floral aromas, violets, plum, blackberry and spices with a hint of chocolate and 
bramble.  Vibrant rich berry fruit complemented by some subtle spicy  French oak flavours. A dense but fresh and  
vibrant palate, great now with potential to improve over the next five to ten years. 

 
Stonyridge Pilgrim - Syrah Grenache Mourvedre   $8  $20  $90   
Waiheke Is. 2008     (****1/2  star rated)” Michael Cooper Buyers Guide to NZ Wines 09  
Deep garnet with good depth of colour.  A pretty, fruit forward, bouquet showing complex aromas of blackberry, plum, 
cassis, liquorice, candied peel and spice and well integrated, classy oak.  The wine is broad and mouthfilling with sup-
ple texture and weight and flavours of spiced plums, black cherry, and cassis on the palate with fine ripe  
tannin rounding off an elegant finish.

An off dry, aromatic and precise wine, the bouquet shows citrus zest, floral notes of orange blossom, honeysuckle and 
concentrated sherbet and lime marmalade aspects. Perfectly poised, off dry in style, with pure clean ripe fruit flavours 
of lime marmalade and citrus. The palate is silky in texture with pure clean, ripe fruit and a lingering dry finish.

This Sauvignon Blanc has a generous nose showing ripe aromas of passionfruit, lychee, citrus and tropical fruit with 
some sparkling gooseberry.  Rich, concentrated, and full of fruit, the wine is well balanced with fine acid leading to a 
long finish overflowing with ripe varietal flavours that are crisp, vibrant and refreshing.  Vibrant and lively to the finish, this 
is what Sauvignon Blanc is all about.

Classic floral fruit on the nose with a 
pleasing savoury aspect to it, this generous red has a rich and complex palate, with strong flavours of cherry, plum and 
spicy notes, and a warm and dense texture under pinned by firm fine tannin.  This Pinot spent 10 months in French oak 
of which 30% was new.
